We write on behalf of all of us in Labour CND to
say how much we have valued having a leader of
the Labour Party with a deep and sincere
commitment to peace, nuclear disarmament and
international solidarity, and how appreciative we
have been of the shift in the party’s foreign

policy stance, towards anti-war and conflict
resolution, as demonstrated by the 2017 and 2019
general election manifestos.

These policies are amongst the most important ones that mark your term as leader. They
were and remain widely popular amongst party members and the electorate.
